An entry fee of $185-00 for non-Alliance entrants has 
been established as a contribution toward the cost of the awards 
program. 

As custodian of the awards, the Alliance will cover the entry costs 
for financial members and also final year journalism student 
members as a benefit of membership.

T E R M S  A N D  C O N D I T I O N S  

·  All entries must have been published, broadcast or televised through Australian media outlets during the period from January 1, 2006 to 
December 31, 2006. 

·  Except where indicated, all categories are open to all media – print, photographic, film and electronic (radio, TV and online). 

·  There is a preference for work generated from within Tasmania. However, entries that emanate from outside Tasmania will be given equal 
credit if they have a Tasmanian focus and have been published or broadcast in Tasmania. 

·  All entrants must certify that, apart from normal sub-editorial/production treatment, their entry is their original work, and that they have 
adhered to the MEAA Code of Ethics in its preparation and complied with all copyright requirements. 

·  Each entrant can enter once in any one category. Unless otherwise stipulated, each entry must comprise up to three reports or up to a total 
of five minutes of audio / audio-vision. Journalists entering more than one category must complete a separate entry form for each entry. 

·  The cost of entering the awards is $185 per entry. Through its support of the awards, the Alliance will cover the entry cost for its financial 
and student members.  Financial members of the CPSU are also exempt from the entry fee.  (The Alliance will consider waiving the entry 
fee in special circumstances).  

·  Each radio and television entry must be supplied on separate, clearly marked CDs, DVDs or tapes, bearing the name, address and 
telephone number of the entrant.  

·  Each Online or Wire Service entry must be supplied  on CD/DVD or in hard copy format 

·  Each print entry must be supplied in an A4 folder.  

·  A copy of the entry form MUST be included with each copy of the work being entered. 

·  Please keep copies of the material submitted as entries will not be returned.  

J U D G I N G  

·  Award winners will be chosen on the basis of journalistic excellence. In general this will include: newsworthiness, research, writing, 
production, incisiveness, impact, public benefit, ethics, originality, innovation and creative flair. Judges will take regard of the resources 
available and effort expended in the preparation of the work. 

·  All entries will be judged by a panel comprising respected Tasmanian journalists and, where appropriate, a non-journalist member. 

·  The judges’ decision will be final. 

·  The winners will be announced at a gala Media Awards Presentation Ceremony in Hobart on Saturday March 17, 2007. 

H O W  T O  E N T E R  

General and Specialist Award Categories 

Each entry should comprise: 

1. A completed entry form attached to each copy of the entry. 

2. A statement of 200 words outlining the case for consideration for an award may be included. You may also explain the circumstances in which the entry was produced. 

3. Two sets of copies of the piece/pieces being entered in the following formats: 

� � Radio journalists: A standard audio cassette or CD of the report plus (where possible) a copy of the script. 

� � Television journalists: A VHS tape or DVD of the work plus (where possible) a copy of the script. 

� � Print journalists:  A full page tearsheet* of each article.  Each set must be submitted in a separate A4 folder. (*Where a tearsheet of the original work is not 
available, a high quality copy will be accepted) . 

� � Photographers:  A set of gloss finished prints from the original negatives or a CD with the images, and a full page tearsheet* from the publication in which 
it/they appeared. 

� � News Cameramen:  A VHS tape or DVD of the work. 

� � Online or Wire Service:  Either a hard-copy printout or CD/DVD of  work. 

 

Keith Welsh Award 

There are two ways in which journalists may be considered for the Keith Welsh award: 

1. Entries may be lodged specifically for consideration for the Keith Welsh Award.  In this case, entries must be accompanied by: 

a) A statement of 250 - 500 words outlining the case for consideration for the award. 

b) Up to five pieces of work, submitted in the same format as entries for categories detailed above. 

2. Peer nominations for Keith Welsh Award may be made using the nomination form available from the Alliance and should be supported by a statement of 250 - 500 words 
outlining the case for consideration for the award.   NOTE: Where a peer nomination is received for a journalist who is not a financial member of the Alliance, the 
nominator will be responsible for paying the $185 entry fee. 

For all award categories a copy of the entry form MUST be included with each copy of each entry.

C A T E G O R I E S  E X P L A I N E D  

Overall, judges will be looking for journalistic excellence, courage and creativity in Tasmanian reporting.  Criteria will vary according to individual categories 
but, in general, criteria will include: newsworthiness, research, writing, production, incisiveness, impact, public benefit, ethics, originality, innovation and 
creative flair.  Judges will take into account the resources available and effort expended in the preparation of work.  

Keith Welsh Award for outstanding contribution to journalism 

Proudly sponsored by the Media, Entertainment & Arts Alliance and Jetstar 

This award is presented in honour of Keith Welsh – Treasurer of the Tasmanian Branch of the Australian Journalists Association from 1952 to 1959 and 
Branch Secretary from 1959 to 1978.  The award is given in recognition of contribution and commitment to Tasmanian Journalism, and of consistently good 

journalism, achievement and outstanding leadership. 

Judges will consider factors including journalistic excellence, courage and creativity as well as the entrant’s contribution to the promotion of the professional 
interests of journalists within the industry and in the broader community. 

Entries may be submitted by an entrant or by peer nomination as detailed in “How to Enter.” 

This category is open to all media. The winner  will receive a prize of $1000, a trophy  and two return tickets to Honolulu given by Jetstar 

Alan T. Cane Memorial Prize for Cadet Journalists 

This category is open to cadet journalists showing a flair for reporting, dedication to producing high-quality work and demonstrable potential. 

  Cadets  entering this award should submit a portfolio of up to six items. This category is open to all media. 

The winner of this award will receive  an award certificate and prize of $500. 

 

Award for Best News Story 

This award recognises the best news story of 2006 in any medium. Judging criteria are newsworthiness, impact, ethics, production/writing excellence, 
research and public benefit. 

 Entries may  be a single report or up to three reports on a single issue. The winner will receive an  award certificate and prize of $500.  

Award for Excellence in Print, Online and Wire Service Journalism 
This award recognises the best feature, column, news story or other form of journalistic writing appearing in the print media in 2006. It rewards excellence in 

shorter and/or longer stories.   

Entries may be a single story or up to three stories on a single issue. The winner will receive an award certificate and prize of $500.  

Award for Excellence in Electronic Reporting 

This award recognises the best documentary, news story or other form of journalism appearing on television or radio in 2006 . 

 It rewards excellence in shorter and/or longer format work. Judges will reward reports demonstrating newsworthiness, courage, impact, incisiveness, 
production excellence, public benefit and ethics. 

Entries may be a single report or up to three reports on any subject. The winner will receive an award certificate and prize of $500 . 

Award for Excellence in News Photography 

Judges are looking  for  the  best use of the medium to advance a news report or feature. 

Entries to this category may be either a single photograph, a series or a portfolio of up to six images of which at least one photograph must have been 
published. (Photography entries should be approx. 30x40 cm or presented on CD. The winner will received an award certificate and prize of $500. 

Award for Excellence in News Camera Work 

Judges are looking for excellence in news camerawork and best use of the medium to advance a news story.  

The entry may be a single story or up to three stories on any subject. The pieces of work submitted for judging must be no more than three minutes in 
duration and have been broadcast in a news bulletin in Tasmania.  The winner will  receive an  award certificate and  prize of $500..The entry fee for this 

category will be waived for camera operators who are financial members of  the CPSU. 

Award for Best Journalism Student 

This category is open to undergraduate and post graduate students in Journalism, Media and Communications and will be awarded on the basis of 
academic performance and demonstrable potential. 

 Entrants should submit evidence of academic achievement along with examples of work published. This category is open to all media.  

The winner will receive an award certificate , a prize of $500 and  one year’s full membership of the Media Alliance. 



Award for Excellence in Reporting on Social Equity 

 This award recognises excellence and innovation in the reporting of social issues.    

 This category is open to all media. 

Entries may be a single report or up to three reports on the same subject. The winner will receive an award certificate and  prize of $500. . 

Award for Excellence in Business Reporting 

This award recognises excellence in business, economics and finance journalism. 

This category is open to all media. 

 Entries may be a single report or up to three reports on the same subject.  The winner will receive an  award certificate and  prize of $500. 

Award for Excellence in Reporting on Cultural Diversity in Tasmania 

Judges will take into consideration the extent to which the work offers analysis of issues of cultural diversity. 

 This category is open to all media. 

Entries may be a single report or up to three reports on the same subject.  The winner will receive an award certificate and prize of $500. 

Award for Excellence in Reporting on the Environment 

   This award recognises excellence in reporting on environmental issues. 

This category is open to  all media. 

Entries may be a single report, or up to three reports on the same issue. The winner will receive an award  certificate and  prize of $500. 

Award for Excellence in Reporting on Arts and Culture 

This award recognises excellence in reporting on the arts and culture.  

This category is open to all  media. 

  Entries may be a single report or up to three reports on the same The inner will receive an  award certificate and prize of $500.  

Award for Excellence in Legal Affairs and Court Reporting  

This award recognises excellence in reporting on legal affairs and court reporting 

This category is open to all media. 

Entries may be a single report or up to three reports on the same subject. The winner will receive an award certificate and prize of $500.  

Award for Excellence in Reporting on Science, Technology and Health 

This award recognises excellence in reporting on issues associated with science, technology and health . 

  This category is open to all media. 

 Entries may be a single report or up to three reports on the same subject. The winner will receive an award certificate and  prize of $500.  

Award for Excellence in Sports Reporting 

This award recognises the contribution of journalists covering sporting events and issues. 

 This category is open to all media. 

Entries may be a single report or images, or up to three reports or images  on the same subject. The winner will receive an award certificate and  prize of 
$500.
