THE PRESENTATION OF AUSTRALIAN PERFORMERS ON TOURS BY INTERNATIONAL
PERFORMERS

1 Far many years the Musicians’ Union of Ausiralla has sought to impaose its ‘cne for one?
policy on the industry by insisting that at every petformance by a forefgn band or
musiclan, an equal number of Australian performers be engaged.

The Media Enrertainment and Arts Alliance bas also sought at various tirms 4o ingose
similar policies.

These policies were developed by the Unions in the mid 1980°s without 7y consultation
with Australizn promaters or the industry generally.

- They have been imposed salectively over the years on some promaers bat not others,

and have no regard for Australizn Government legislation which i based ofi 2
completely different set of principles. ‘
‘The Government leglslation takes precedence over Union policy, and accordingly visas
for touring international performers have besn issued nowwithstanding the refusal by
Australian promoters to meer the Unions’ ‘one for one” and similar policies and the
resulting opposition by the Unions.

2 The seaking and Issuing of visas for touring inturnational performers in drcumstances
in which the Unions’ policies have not been met has 1éad to a number of incoerect daims
being made by the Unions in their publications and ie their contacts with the Media.

3 There is no agreement in place between the Unions and the industry which deals with
the ‘ane far ane’ policy and refsted matters.
